DAY 1. Tuesday 26TH MARCH 2024

explore with you what inspires them in the garden and landscape and how 

those inspirations impact their work.

They will demonstrate two very different styles with thier 

refreshed flower bowls from the previous day, discussing where they 

would style it and why, and how they would take the 

final photograph.
